The purpase of this correspondence is to summarize the issues discussed during
2 meeting heid with you and Silvia Buriey on September 8, 1888, at your
residance on the Sheep Ranch Rancheria in Sheep Ranch, California. The
purpose of the meeting was to discuss the process of formally organizing the
Tribe. kn attendance at this mesting from my staff was Mr. Raymond Fry, Tribal
Operations Officer, and Mr. Brian Golding, Sr., Tribal Operations Specialist.

Status of the Tribe :

The Sheep Ranch Rancheria is a federally recognized Tribe, as it was not
lzwfully terminated pursuant to the provisions of the Califomia Rancheria Act.
The California Rancheria Act provided for the termination of specific Tribes by
distributing the assets of the Tribes to those persons determinad eligible, and in
exchange, the recipients of the assets would no longer be eligible to receive
services and benefits available to Indian people. The Pian of Distribution of the
Assets of the Sheep Ranch Rancheria, approved by the Associate Commissioner
of Indian Affairs on October 12, 1968, identified your mother, Mabel (Hodge) ~
_ Dide as the sole distributee entitled to participate in the distribution of the assets
of the Sheep Ranch Rancheria. The Distribution Plan has not been revoked.

in those situations where an "unterminated™ Tribe is pursuing reorganization, the
persons possessing the right to reorganize the Tribe is usually specified by the
decision of the court, as the majority of "unterminated” Tribes regain federal
recognition through fitigation. Usually, the court decision will state that the
