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Dear Mr. Dixie: . :

This comrespondence serves three purposes. First, we respond to concems raised by
you and other persens purporting to be members of the Sheep Ranch Rancheria, during
a mesting held at the Central California Agency (Agency) on December 28, 1598,
Second, we respond io your delivery during the aforementioned meeting of the
"Constitution of the (Sheep (Ranch Rancheria) Miwok Indian Tribe of California,”
purportedly adopted on December 11, 1889. Third, we give you notice cf the mesting to
be held on Tuesday, February 15, 2000, for the purpose of discussing further thesse
issues among the members of the Tribe.

Allecstions of Fraud Raised at our Mesiing nfm;berza 18598

The concemns raised at our meeting with you and other persons purported to be
members of the Sheep Ranch Rancheria (Tribe) center around allegafions of fraud or
misconduct relative io the change in Tribal leadership during April and May 18938, You
provided us with, copies of two documents as support for your claims. The first
document appears fo be a resojution of the General Council, where at a special mesting
held on April 20, 1928, the General Coundil accepted your resignation from the office of
Chairperson. The second document contains two letters from you to Silvia Burley
wherein you assert that you "cannot and will not (resign) as Chairman” but "do give (Ms.
Burley)...the right to act as a delegate to represent the Sheep Ranch Indian Rancheria.”
During our mesting, you also stated that within two weeks you would submit to the
Agency addifional documents and staiements supporting your claims. However, we did
not recsive anything from you as of the date of this letter

At the conclusion of our meeting, we agreed to review our records and provide you with
a response regarding your allegations. We also agreed that as a matter of protocal our
response would be shared with the person presently recognized by the Agency as the
Chairperson of the Tribe, Silvia Buriey. We further agreed that our respanse would be
among the subjects of discussion st a future meeting with the Tribe.
